5. Updating our nursery  

procedures and establish-

ing a ñsafe sanctuaryò 

program. 

These 5 items make up part of 

an exciting and entirely new 

direction for the family and 

childrenôs ministry of our 

church.  We will, of course, 

also continue our work in  

other areas to address the 

many opportunities for minis-

try to which God is calling us, 

including the hiring of addi-

tional staff as needed.  The 

Session will welcome any 

ideas and input our members 

would like to share, and will 

work diligently to keep our 

members informed of all the 

progress which is being made. 

This is an exciting time to be 

a part of the ministry of our 

congregation, and if we are to 

truly move in these new  

directions, we will need the 

prayerful and active support 

of all of our members.

RECYCLING REPORT   During the past 12 months we collected 5,680 lbs of paper products from our church, as 

well as paper, plastics, and aluminum from your households. That is almost 3 tons of waste that did not end up at the 

landfill! The church received $ 113.60 which will be used to purchase archival conservation products for our church archives. THANK 

YOU and keep up the good work! Our recycling partner is Southeast Recycled Fiber, 532 Mobile Street, right off South Royal (turn left on 

Monroe, then keep straight ahead until you see the plant). 

SAVE THE DATE   Saturday, April 30th, from 9AM to 2PM, the City of Jackson is conducting another Electronic recycling event at the 

Jackson Fairgrounds. This city-wide event is now under the leadership of City Councilman Ernest Brooks and has grown to include almost 

a dozen co-sponsors, so you will start reading about it in The Jackson Sun and hearing about it over the radio and TV, but remember ï you 

heard it here first! :) We accept all computer equipment, scanners, printers, modems, toner cartridges, speakers, power cords, and fax  

machines, DVD players, VCRs, PDAs, cell phones and chargers. Cell phones will be donated to soldiers stationed abroad. Items not  

accepted are microwaves, refrigerators, stoves, washers, dryers, and TVs. Start collecting your items and bring them to the Fairgrounds on 

April 30th.
