If we are to move forward as a 

church in this community, we 

too must exhibit sacrifice and 

courage and commitment.  

The stewardship theme says it 

well this year:  ñGodôs Gra-

cious Giving; Our Grateful 

Response.ò  God has done so 

much for us ï how can we 

faithfully respond in gratitude 

for the blessings God has  

lavished upon us? 

A faithful response involves a 

faithful stewardship, or care-

taking, of all the gifts God has 

given us.  Faithfully using our 

minds and hearts, lifted up in 

prayer to God.  Faithfully us-

ing our time and talents in 

service to God and neighbor 

and community.  Faithfully 

using our financial resources 

to support the work and mis-

sion of Jesus Christ in this 

place.  As we have been gift-

ed, so we are challenged to 

respond faithfully and grate-

fully.  And we can be assured 

that out of that commitment 

and faithful response, God 

will ñbuild a great nation.ò   If 

he did it with old Abraham, 

(and he did), he can certainly 

do it with us (and he will)!  

As we continue our reforming 

here at First Pres., let it be 

done out of a grateful re-

sponse and commitment to 

what God is doing in and 

through us!

Twenty years ago Pastor Irwin preached a sermon about ñtithing your time to the church.ò Pastor 

Irwin preceded John in this pulpit in the 1990s. Tithing meant giving 17 hours to the church every 

week. I promptly did some math.  

56 hours of sleep, 40 hours of salaried work, 21 hours of child rearing, 15 hours of household chores, 

14 hours of eating, 10 hours of transportation, 8 hours of unavoidable errands, 7 hours of self-grooming (provided you did not put on 

any make up), 7 hours of physical exercise (including jumping and cheering at the kids Saturday morning games), 7 hours of rest (if 

you were lucky).  

168 hours with not one minute to spare for socializing, or entertainment, or sick days, or husband, or church work. I took my math to 

Pastor Jim. With a puzzled look he said, ñYou can take a sabbatical while your children are growing up. You will make up for it  

later.ò 

When the ñempty nestò years came, I threw myself into church activities with frenzy. I had received so much love and support from 

the church over the years, how could I not give back? Anybody else been in my shoes? Confession is good for the soul! 

Then one day I received a tremendous gift of grace. I was completely surprised by Joy. Everything fell into place because my faith 

and stewardship journeys had met. Hours, efforts, or spending no longer mattered. I now understood for the first time truly what the 

church meant, how it worked, and what it needed. In other words, I had found my place in the body of Christ, where each member 

belongs to all the others and where every talent contributes to form one body.  

Understanding the spiritual dimension of giving and receiving has been First Presbyterian Churchôs most precious gift to me.  

The banner that you see today at the front of the sanctuary bears Pastor Johnôs mark. The ñCircle of Loveò stickers you wear today 

also bear his mark. He has such a gift for words! Stewardship is truly  ñour grateful response to Godôs gracious giving.ò
