
 

What does Lent mean to me?  
Well, let me tell you a true story.  
It begins in 1861, when my great
-great-great grandfather was the 
pastor of the Presbyterian Church 
in Lexington, VA.  His name was 
William S. White, and among his 
children was a son named Hugh.  
Hugh was a graduate of Wash-
ington University, and a student 
at Union Presbyterian Seminary 
when the Civil War began.  After 
much prayer, Hugh decided to 
leave the Seminary and join the 
Stonewall (Jackson) Brigade.   

Hugh served bravely, and within 
a year had been promoted to the 
rank of Captain within the bri-
gade.  After the first day of the 
Battle of Second Manassas,  
Captain Hugh White walked over 
the battlefield, strewn with the 
bodies of his comrades and  
enemies, and wrote these words 
to his father: 

ñThe scenes in which I am now 
engaged are very sadé my 
brother James and I heartily 
unite with you in praising the 
Grace which has spared our lives 

in this bloody battleé It is a 
great victory, but may I never 
pass through such a scene 
again.  Death and Hell may 
rejoice on the battlefield, but let 
man be silent.  May God, who 
has won this victory for us, now 
give us peace.ò  (Let Us Die 
Like Brave Men, pg. 45) 

The day after writing those 
words, 22 year old Captain 
Hugh White was cut down by 
an enemy bullet while leading a 
charge.  He died on the field at 
Manassas.   

ñDeath and Hell may rejoice on 
the battlefield, but let man be 
silent.ò   

For me, Lent is a time to be 
silent.  It is a time for solemn 
reflection.  It is a time to  
quietly reflect upon the broken-
ness of the ñbattlefieldò which 
surrounds me. It is a time to 
quietly reflect upon the tremen-
dous sacrifice made by Jesus 
Christ on my behalf.  It is a time 
to reflect upon the unfathoma-
ble love which led to that  

sacrifice.  It is a time to reflect 
upon my sinfulness, and the 
God who forgives and loves 
me anyway. 

Some give their lives for their 
country.  Some give their lives 
for their friends.  Christ gave 
His life for the world.  ñFor 
God so loved the world that 
He gave His only begotten 
Son, that whosoever believes 
in Him should not perish, but 
have eternal life.ò
